In the same way that your entrance exam scores (SAT or ACT) speak of the caliber of PHC’s student body, average graduate entrance examination scores—as direct measures of student learning—are one of the key sources of benchmarked data the College can gather on behalf of students and graduates to demonstrate academic achievement. Accreditors, other colleges and universities, and organizations in the higher ed community rely on these indicators to make high-stakes decisions about transfer credit, graduate acceptance, institutional memberships, etc.  

If you have not yet taken the GRE, LSAT, or MAT, but plan to in the near future, please note that you are able to have the scores sent to PHC (“your undergraduate institution”) free of charge by selecting the appropriate code (5129 for the LSAT, 3650 for the GRE, 1771 for the MAT) when you register for or take the exam. (This is the same way you “selected” PHC when you were applying for admission and had your scores sent to the College.) You may also request that scores be sent to PHC after you take the test, but this requires a fee.

Your scores will be confidentially maintained by the Office of Institutional Effectiveness & Strategic Initiatives and compiled into anonymous summary reports with no personally identifiable information revealed. By participating, you will assist the College in gathering a key piece of evidence and continuing to move forward in our progress toward accreditation with the Southern Association of Colleges and Schools (SACS).  The College will reimburse students and graduates (up to three years after graduation) $25 per official LSAT, GRE, or MAT score report submitted directly from LSAC, ETS, or Harcourt-Pearson, respectively, up to two per person.
